The board of directors (“Board”) of Tonic Industries Holdings Limited (the “Company”) refers to the legal
disputes raised by Toshiba in the International Trade Commission and Northern District Federal Court in
the United States against the Company and certain of its subsidiaries for the infringement of Toshiba’s
DVD technology patents (“Proceedings”).

The Board announces that the Company’s indirect wholly owned subsidiary, Tonic Digital Products Limited
(“Tonic”), has on 25 July 2007 entered into a license agreement with the DVD 6C Patent Licensing Group.
Under the DVD licensing agreement, Tonic is permitted to manufacture DVD player products under a
license to a pool of patents owned by Toshiba, Mitsubishi, Hitachi, JVC, Panasonic, Samsung, Sanyo,
Warner Brothers and Sharp.

Toshiba has now agreed to settle the Proceedings by reason that Tonic has entered into the license agreement
with the DVD 6C Patent Licensing Group. Toshiba and the Company including its subsidiaries are in the
process of dismissing the Proceedings.

The Board is of the view that the settlement with Toshiba is in the best interest of the Company, its
subsidiaries, customers and shareholders.
